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SOP Using a Concrete Core Cutter
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All workers involved in operating the Concrete Core Cutter must read, understand, and follow this Safe Operating Procedure. 
If there are any questions or concerns, workers should consult their supervisor or the designated authority before proceeding.


Procedure:
Objective: The objective of this Safe Operating Procedure is to provide guidelines for the safe operation of the Concrete Core Cutter. It aims to minimize the risk of accidents, injuries, and damage to equipment and property.
Scope: This procedure applies to all workers involved in operating the Concrete Core Cutter at the designated worksite.

Procedure:
Always:

Never:
1. Operate the Concrete Core Cutter without the required PPE.
