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SAFE OPERATING PROCEDURE FOR HAND GRINDER
[image: Image result for grinder cutting steel]Instructions for Workers: This safe operating procedure provides guidelines for the safe use of a hand grinder. It is essential that all workers follow these instructions to ensure their safety and the safety of others in the vicinity.
Procedure: 
Objective: The objective of this procedure is to outline the safe operating practices for using a hand grinder, minimising the risk of injuries, and ensuring a safe working environment.

4. Use the appropriate type and size of grinding wheel for the task at hand. Ensure that the grinding wheel is compatible with the grinder and in good condition.
5. Before starting the grinder, ensure that the work area is clear of obstructions, debris, and flammable materials.
6. Secure the workpiece firmly using clamps or a vice to prevent movement during grinding.
7. Use a proper grip on the grinder and maintain a balanced stance while operating it.
8. Apply even pressure when grinding and avoid excessive force that may cause the grinder to kickback.
9. Keep a safe distance from others and ensure that bystanders are at a safe distance from the grinding area.

11. Regularly clean the grinder and remove dust and debris to prevent hazards and maintain optimal performance.
12. Follow safe storage practices for the grinder, including storing it in a secure location when not in use.
13. Report any faults, malfunctions, or incidents involving the hand grinder to a supervisor or designated authority.
Responsibilities:
1. Employers/Supervisors:
· Provide adequate training on the safe operation of hand grinders.
· Ensure that workers have access to appropriate PPE.
· Conduct regular inspections of grinders and address any safety concerns promptly.
· Enforce the safe operating procedures and hold workers accountable for their adherence.
2. Workers:
· Familiarise themselves with this safe operating procedure.
· Attend training sessions on hand grinder safety.
· Follow the guidelines outlined in this procedure.
· Use the provided PPE correctly and consistently.
· Report any safety concerns or incidents promptly to a supervisor.
Procedure: 
Always:
1. Wear appropriate PPE, including safety glasses, face shields, hearing protection, gloves, and suitable clothing.
2. Inspect the grinder before each use to ensure it is in good working condition.
3. Use the correct type and size of grinding wheel for the task.
4. Ensure the work area is clear of obstructions, debris, and flammable materials.
5. Secure the workpiece firmly using clamps or a vice.
6. Maintain a balanced stance and a proper grip on the grinder while operating it.
7. Apply even pressure and avoid excessive force.
8. Keep a safe distance from others and bystanders.
9. Use ventilation or respiratory protection when necessary.
10. Clean the grinder regularly to remove dust and debris.
11. Store the grinder in a secure location when not in use.
Never:
1. Use a faulty or damaged grinder.
2. Operate the grinder without appropriate PPE.
3. Use a grinding wheel that is incompatible with the grinder or in poor condition.
4. Leave the work area cluttered or obstructed.
5. Hold the workpiece by hand while grinding.
6. Use excessive force or force the grinder into the workpiece.
7. Allow bystanders to stand in the vicinity of the grinding area.
Weather: This procedure can be followed in any weather conditions as long as the work area is safe and adequately ventilated.
Environment: This procedure can be followed in various environments, such as workshops, construction sites, or maintenance areas. Ensure that the work area is well-lit, clean, and free from flammable materials.
Housekeeping: Maintain good housekeeping practices by keeping the work area clean and organised. Dispose of debris and waste materials appropriately.
Review: This safe operating procedure should be reviewed periodically to ensure its effectiveness and updated as needed to reflect any changes in equipment or best practices.
Monitoring: Supervisors should monitor workers' compliance with this procedure and address any non-compliance promptly. Regular inspections of grinders and work areas should also be conducted to identify and rectify any safety concerns.
